Continuing Legal Education
	Immigration Law, LAH 400
	Mon.  & Wed. 6-9:30p.m., July 6-Aug. 15, 2011


This course will examine both the substantive law governing immigration law and the procedures used in practicing immigration law. This course will introduce students to the basic issues underlying U.S. immigration law. Students will learn about the history of immigration law; the law relating to admission, naturalization, removal, and removal procedures; and the legal issues concerning refugees, and asylum seekers. Prerequisites: LAH 201, LAH 210 and LAH 250.
	Probate Practice, LAH 220
	Mon. 5:30-8:15 p.m., Aug. 30-Dec. 19, 2011


The study of all aspects of handling estates in the probate court, such as conservator estates, estates of minors, and decedents’ estates, with an emphasis on the preparation and filing of necessary documents. An overview of other areas of jurisdiction in probate courts including such topics as removal of parental rights, adoption, paternity, termination of parental rights, custody/removal, standby guardians, guardianships, and trusts. Prerequisite: LAH 201. 
	Legal Research & Writing II, LAH 315
	Wed. 5:30-8:15 p.m., Aug. 30-Dec. 19, 2011


A seminar requiring students to build on the skills learned in Legal Research & Writing I. Students review key research processes, such as Shepardizing and legislative interpretation. The tracing of a statute legislative history and exploring its application are also addressed. Emphasis is placed on precision and clarity in the drafting of documents. Prerequisites: LAH 201 and LAH 250. 
	The Law and Forensic Evidence, LAH 330
	Tues. 5:30-8:15 p.m., Aug. 30-Dec. 19, 2011


This course examines how the laws of evidence affect the use of forensic evidence, the role of the judge and jury in evaluating expert forensic testimony, the role of police investigation work in generating forensic evidence, how to ensure that forensic evidence is both reliable and trustworthy, and inconsistencies in the judicial approach to different branches of forensic evidence. Prerequisite: LAH 201.
	Communication Law in America, LAH 420
	Mon. 5:00-7:20 p.m., Aug. 30-Dec. 19, 2011


After exploring competing views of the place of free expression in a Western democracy, students are exposed to major case law in such areas as libel, invasion of privacy, copyright, trademark, broadcast and cable regulation, advertising, access to information, obscenity, and source confidentiality. Prerequisites: LAH 201, LAH 210 and LAH 250.

Justice and Law in Literature and Film, LAH 314
  Sat. 8:30a.m.-12:30p.m., Dec. 3-Feb. 18, 2012
The law, lawyers, and the pursuit of justice have long captured the literary and cinematic imagination. This course will examine the relationship between justice and the law in selected works of literature and film, with an emphasis on varying definitions of justice and natural law. Prerequisite: LAH 201.
