MAY 2011 ROME TRIP

On May 16, 2011 a group of University of Hartford Paralegal Studies Program students, faculty and alumni embarked on a week-long trip to Rome. The trip was offered as a 1 credit lab component to the Program's Studies in Comparative Law course (LAH 311). The course focused on the development of the civil legal system in Rome and its impact on American law and practice. The course concluded with students engaging in mock trials (ancient Roman and present day American) of the prosecution of Caesar for crimes against Rome. 

In Rome, the group visited the Capitoline Museums, the Colosseum, and the Forum. The group enjoyed the bright sun and warmth of the Rome weather during a Papal Audience in St. Peter's Square. A visit to the magnificent Vatican Museums followed.
